
*Corporations that require a Tax Deduction ID will be asked 
to sign an agreement to make the desired donation upon 
completion of  the race. 

Corporations will be contacted by the originating event 
representative who will then combine the agreement and the 
corporate check that will be mailed to the Central Asia 
Institute. 

Once CAI has obtained the check, a specific corporate TAX 
ID will be issued to the corporate mailing address.

*To obtain a Tax Deduction ID for use with the IRS as an 
individual please ensure that you request this if  you choose 
to mail a donation directly, or let the event representative 
know so that he/she can obtain your address and contact 
information to get you a Tax ID within 3-4 weeks.

**All check donations obtained by event representatives will 
be mailed to CAI on a bi-monthly basis. Please be patient as 
it may take 3-4 weeks for your check to cash when 
accounting for your personal finances.
